(Please keep for your records)

Registration Policies

1) Full payment is due two weeks prior to your child’s summer camp. We do not send payment reminders to parents. Your
space at camp is held only when Pickering Creek receives your registration forms and deposit. A phone call without a deposit
will not reserve your child a spot in summer camp. We do not have a credit card machine, so payment must be cash or check.

2) Payment and medical forms are due two weeks prior to your child’s week of camp.

3) We will send a postcard to confirm what camp weeks your child is registered, please make copies of the registration
forms for your records. If we cannot fit your child into the requested week, we will contact you.

4) The registration deposit is non-refundable under any circumstances. The remaining camp payment may be refunded
or applied to another week of camp provided the camp director is notified before the first day of camp that week.

5) The medical form must be filled out completely or your child will not be allowed to attend camp. This is for the health and
safety of your child.

6) On the Emergency Medical Form, please pay special attention to the Tetanus shot date. We will need this date!

7) Open registration for the general public begins on March 15, After that date anyone can register on a first-come first-serve
basis. Returning campers will get a summer camp registration packet mailed to them prior to the open registration date and
they will get first choice of summer camps if and only if they register before March 31%.

8) Upon receipt of this letter, returning campers who have attended Eco-Camp in previous years may register by mail
before the open registration date.

9) Grades listed are for the grade your child is entering this coming fall.

10) Your deposit is non-refundable.

11) Any special requests must be submitted, in writing, ten days before your camp opens. We will do our best to honor requests,
however the dynamics of our program do not always allow for changes. We cannot make adjustments at drop-off time.

Financial Assistance

Pickering Creek has Financial Assistance or Scholarship programs for several spaces in each week of summer camp. Requests for
financial aid are due by June 1. We will make final decisions by June 15. If you would like to apply for financial assistance for
one or more weeks, please fill out the camp registration packet and send it back to Pickering Creek with a note stating you would
like a scholarship application. We will send you a brief form to fill out with some family information on it. Scholarships or
Financial Assistance are usually approximately 50% reduction in the camp price depending on the need and the week. A deposit is
required with your scholarship application. If Pickering Creek is unable to fund your scholarship, your deposit will be refunded.

Transportation

Pickering Creek Eco-Camp starts promptly at 8:30 AM and ends at 3:30 PM each weekday. We cannot allow campers to be
dropped off earlier than 8:30 AM. The campers meet each morning at the front of the property near the Welcome Center and are
pulled to the waterfront area by a hay wagon. Please adhere to the 15 mph speed limit when coming in to Pickering Creek to drop
off your child. There are children and lots of wildlife to protect. Because of the geographic diversity of campers, we do not
provide busing.

Field Trips
Every Thursday, Pickering Creek Eco-Camps take a field trip to fun educational places. We charter a bus and leave Pickering

Creek around 9AM and we are gone until pick-up time at 3:30pm. The first day of camp, you will receive a schedule that will
include where your child is going on the field trip that week. On field trip days, Pickering Creek will carry a cell phone, so parents
can get in touch of their child if an emergency situation should arise. The number will be provided prior to you on field-trip day.



Equipment List

Parents should dress their children according to the anticipated weather for each day. Most activities will be outside, rain or shine,
so please pack rain gear for your children. Because learning is sometimes messy, please make sure that your child is not wearing
anything that cannot get dirty. Please do not bring anything to camp that you are afraid of losing. Parents please write your child’s
name in their extra clothing and things that are brought to camp, especially water bottles.

The following items should be brought to camp each day:

1 water bottle that can be refilled and carried around all day

1 bathing suit

1 hat or cap

1 heavy sweatshirt or light jacket (if needed)

1 white T-shirt that can be tie-dyed or painted

1 pair of aqua socks or shoes that can get wet

Sun screen & insect repellent (lotion preferred)

Daily lunch and 2 drinks (Preferably small cooler/insulated bag, we have limited refrigerator space)

*We ask that campers do not bring i-pods, cell phones or other electronic toys to camp.

Pickering Creek is not responsible for such items if brought and lost at camp.*

Important Notice Regarding Emergency Insect Stings

Any child or adult attending Pickering Creek Audubon Center or its educational programs who is allergic to insect stings should
possess an Emergency Insect Sting Kit and must be familiar with its use. For their own protection, they must be able to administer
its contents to themselves, and must provide a written statement from their physician stating that they are personally able to use the
Emergency Insect Sting Kit for themselves without assistance. Pickering Creek Audubon Center and the National Audubon
Society can not accept any responsibility for administering medications in individually owned Emergency Insect Sting Kits or for
the effects of using them.
